	 AUDITION RECORDING

	 Please provide a recording of you singing. Acceptable formats for the recording are CD or standard audio cassette  
(no micro cassettes, no video). The recording and its case must be marked with the applicant’s name, address and  
phone number.  

	 Your recording must contain only the following: 

•	 Identification  Clearly state your name, age, home city and state, and vocal part. 

•	Accompanied Song  Please sing a song of your choice, accompanied by piano only. First clearly state the name of  
the song, the composer and the key in which you will sing. Choose a song that shows your voice in its best light, not 
one that is too complex to sing well. Be certain your voice is more prominent than the piano on the recording. 

•	Hymn  Please sing, a cappella (without accompaniment), the first stanza of one of the following two familiar hymns:  
O Come, All Ye Faithful or Jesus Christ is Risen Today. These hymns can be found in any standard hymnal. 

•	Major Scale  Please sing, a cappella (without accompaniment), a major scale, ascending and descending, on the  
syllable “lah” at a medium tempo, on one breath if possible. Choose a key that is comfortable for you in the middle  
of your range. Clearly state the key of the major scale before you sing it.
